6 hours + 2 page reflection paper

Due no later than Friday, May 27, 2011
You must volunteer 6 Hours of your time during the semester you are taking this course.  These do not have to be consecutive hours.  They can be over a few weeks or in one day.  You must fill out a volunteer confirmation form out with someone who represents the organization you worked with.  This part of the assignment is worth 25 points.
Once you have finished your volunteer work you are required to write a 2 page reflection about your volunteer work.  This part of the assignment will be worth the other 25 points of the assignment.  Your paper should address some of these questions:

Where did you go?  What did you do?

What have I learned about myself through this experience? Do I have more/less understanding or empathy than I did before volunteering? In what ways, if any, has your sense of self, your values, your sense of "community," your willingness to serve others, and your self-confidence/self-esteem been impacted or altered through this experience? Will these experiences change the way you act or think in the future?

What would you change about this situation if you were in charge? What have you learned about this agency, these people, or the community? Was there a moment of failure, success, indecision, doubt, humor, frustration, happiness, sadness? Do you feel your actions had any impact? What more needs to be done?

From your service experience, are you able to identify any underlying or overarching issues which influence the problem? What could be done to change the situation? How will this alter your future behaviors/attitudes/and career? How is the issue/agency you're serving impacted by what is going on in the larger political/social sphere? What does the future hold? What can be done?
