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ROMAN EMPERORS PROJECT
“CAMPAIGN” INSTRUCTIONS


For this portion of the project, the idea is that you will become a “campaign manager” for the emperor of your choice as he seeks the support of the Roman people in order to become the next great leader of the Roman Empire. It is your job to present the emperor in the most positive way possible in order to earn him the support of the Roman people. Use what you know about the emperor’s achievements, leadership style, personality, and/or other qualifications to create an “artifact.”
You can tackle this assignment in a variety of ways.  Some suggestions:

· Create a presidential campaign-style poster

· Create a brochure/scroll

· Make a Power Point presentation
Your “campaign” information should contain the following elements (at the very least):

· Name of the emperor in big, bold, colorful letters.

· Pictures/drawings of the emperor doing something for which he is well-known.

· A campaign-style slogan that highlights the emperor’s achievements, leadership style, or personality. 
· At least four (4) bullet points that draw attention to the emperor’s achievements, leadership style, personality and/or other qualifications. 
This project (comparison chart + campaign artifact) is worth 50 points.
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
