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GREEK FESTIVAL PROJECT SUGGESTIONS
1. Act out a Greek myth or a selection from Homer’s Iliad or Odyssey.  (Can be done with a partner.)  

2. Demonstrate the events of the early Olympic games. (Can be done with a partner.)  

3. Research Greek musical instruments.  If you can, make one or two and demonstrate how they were used.  (Or, make a poster displaying the instruments.) 

4. Make Greek food.  While the ancient Greeks ate simple foods, such as fruit, olives, nuts, pork, and fish, you can make modern Greek recipes, such as gyros, baklava, and Greek salads.  

5. Research the art, architecture and design of the ancient Greeks.  Make some sort of display, such as a poster or model.  This could also involve making a sculpture in the ancient Greek style or an architectural model in the style of the ancient Greeks.  

6. Make a timeline on a large poster board or piece of butcher paper.  Highlight the most important events throughout the history of the ancient Greeks.

7. Dress up or make a display for a Greek warrior.  Explain the uniform, weapons, and fighting techniques.  

Each project option also has a writing requirement.  Answer the following question in a 3-4 paragraph essay:  what is the history behind your chosen topic?  Be sure to explain the when, where, why and what.
